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The Restoration Future. 

Those of us that have restored/repaired older vehicles will have at some stage, had parts chromed. Over 
the last few years, I have been using Bendigo Electro Platers, who do an excellent job. Proprietor Ollie 

tells me that many places have shut down and he now does work for clients in most of the eastern 
states, including Tasmania. Unfortunately, he doesn’t do diecast items. As most early vehicles had a lot of 

the smaller pieces made of ‘pot metal’, the field of platers narrows further, and although there are sever-

al businesses in Adelaide, only one does diecast. I recently visited A Class Metal Finishers in Lonsdale and 
got a tour of the place by the owner. This material is often pitted and must be treated before it can be 

plated. After repairs are completed, the item must be sprayed with a metallic coating which will accept 
the plating process. This coating costs $5,000 per litre! Of course, not much is used, but it still adds to 

the cost. It was explained to me that the cost of chemicals keeps rising, and with electricity 

costs (Adelaide has the most expensive in Australia I was told), it will be only a matter of time before 

the whole industry will cease to exist. Of course, the EPA also keep bringing in new rules. 

I was asked if I wanted ‘show finish’, as these people go the extra yard if parts are for a show vehicle. I 
was shown a pallet of exceptionally large pieces, which I suggested were from a 50’s Cadillac and was 

told that the particular model was the only year with cast aluminium parts. It was going to be a very 

costly job! 

My advice to members needing electro plating done, get it done ASAP, as sadly, in the future we may 

have to resort to the old favourite “Co-Op 
Chrome”, which was silver paint!

Mazda Australia have been fined $11.5 million by the ACCC for “false 
or misleading representations to 9 customers who had experienced recurring and serious faults within two 
years of purchase.” One vehicle had three engine replacements and the owners were offered a new vehi-
cle if they paid a hefty sum of money! 
US rejecting EV’s Last year, Joe Biden mandated that 66% of vehicles sold in the country had to be 
electric by 2032. The manufacturers started pumping out these cars and flooding dealers with them. How-
ever, there are now yards full of unsold EV’s, and recently 5,000 dealers wrote to Joe asking that he 
pause the rule. They used the following: wait for the battery supply chain develop outside the control of 
China. Wait for charging infrastructure to support the increase. And wait for the consumer to make the 
choice to buy these vehicles, confident that the cars are affordable and won’t strand them because of lack 
of charging facilities. Perhaps Chris Bowen should take notice
